Tournament-style fundraisers are a simple and social way to raise funds for Living Green Barrie. 
From card games to trivia to sports, tournaments work well for pubs, workplaces, service clubs, 
and community groups. By hosting a tournament, you’re creating connection, community, and 
meaningful environmental impact.   

Why Tournaments Work 

●​ Clear structure and easy registration 
●​ Built-in social experience 
●​ Flexible for different group sizes 
●​ Easy to repeat annually 

How It Works 

1.​ Choose a tournament type (cards, trivia, games, sports). 
2.​ Secure a venue and date. 
3.​ Set a registration fee and participant cap. 
4.​ Promote your event clearly and consistently. 
5.​ Host the tournament and award prizes. 
6.​ Wrap up by reporting funds raised. 

Helpful Tips 

●​ Keep rules simple and easy to explain. 
●​ Focus on fun and inclusion over competition. 
●​ Use donated prizes or bragging rights. 
●​ Encourage direct donations whenever possible. 

.Pricing Tiers & Sample Revenue Projections 

These examples are intended as guidance only. Hosts can adjust pricing based on venue size, 
audience, and capacity. 

Small Tournament 

●​ 20 participants × $25 
●​ Estimated Total: $500 
●​ Best for first-time hosts or small groups 

 



 

Medium Tournament 

●​ 40 participants × $30 
●​ Estimated Total: $1,200 
●​ Add raffles or donated prizes to increase impact 

Large Tournament 

●​ 80 participants × $40 
●​ Estimated Total: $3,200 
●​ Ideal for clubs, workplaces, or annual events 

Optional Revenue Boosters 

●​ Team or table sponsorships 
●​ Raffles or silent auctions 
●​ Bonus rounds or “buy-in” challenges 
●​ Direct donation incentives 

Even small additions can significantly increase funds raised. 

Third-Party Fundraising Tournament Host Checklist 

✅ Before You Begin 

●​ Choose a fundraising idea or tournament format 
●​ Confirm your date, venue, and participant size 
●​ Contact Living Green Barrie to share your idea 
●​ Receive approval and fundraising guidelines 

✅ Getting Ready 

●​ Set a clear registration fee or donation ask 
●​ Decide how funds will be collected (direct 

donation preferred) 
●​ Use approved language: “in support of Living 

Green Barrie” 
●​ Promote your event clearly and honestly 

✅ During Your Fundraiser 

●​ Keep the event welcoming, inclusive, and safe 
●​ Encourage sustainable practices where possible 
●​ Track participation and funds raised 
●​ Reach out if questions or issues arise 
●​ Document your event- take pictures, get 

testimonials 
●​ Post to live Socials 

✅ After Your Fundraiser 

●​ Confirm total funds raised  
●​ Remit any collected funds promptly 
●​ Share highlights, photos, or feedback (optional) 
●​ Celebrate your impact and thank participants 
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
